The EAGLE RIVER AREA FESTIVAL OF FLAVORS, set for August 25th and 26th, 2012 
will be held in beautiful Riverview Park in downtown Eagle River, Wisconsin.  This fourth year 
festival is designed to showcase Wisconsin products, wines, and cheeses, plus creations by 
restaurants of Vilas and Oneida Counties, using Wisconsin products.  Festivities will focus on 
tastings, chefs’ demos, nutrition-health-fitness events, contests, a juried art & craft show, live 
music, etc. all to promote what Wisconsin offers.
